Premium Pinot Producers
One of the State’s premier winemakers is throwing its support behind the 
Tasmanian wine industry offering a fantastic prize and trophy for pinot noir 
producers at the annual Tasmanian Wine Show. 

Specialist contract winemaking company Winemaking Tasmania Pty Ltd, 
headed by Julian Alcorso, is offering (a minimum $2500) and up to $3500 
in travel to be used to visit any pinot noir region or event in the world, or to 
participate in a vintage in Burgundy, New Zealand, Oregon or a similar pinot 
noir-related study tour. The winner will also receive a Tom Samek trophy.

The winning wine from this year’s show will come from the 2003 vintage 
class and will be the top gold medal winner in that class. The wine must be 
grown, made and bottled in Tasmania, and be commercially labelled and 
available. Producers need to have a minimum 25 dozen at the time of entry.

This is expected to become an annual prize.

“Primarily, Winemaking Tasmania wants to support the industry by offering 
an opportunity to visit and learn from the world’s premier pinot noir regions 
and then to share that knowledge to improve our own industry,”  
Julian Alcorso said.

Mr Alcorso said the winner would be asked to provide a brief report on their 
trip to be circulated to all pinot noir growers in the State.
